Will of Joseph Smith of Hunnington in the Parish of Halesowen and County of Salop Yeoman 19 July 1730

In the name of God Amen the Nineteenth day of July in the Year of Our Lord God 1730 I Joseph Smith of Honnington in the Parish of Halesowen & County of Salop Yeoman being sick and weak in body but of perfect mind & memory thanks be given unto God therefore calling unto mind the Mortality of my Body and knowing that it is appointed for all men once to die do make and Ordain this my last Will and Testament that is to say principally and first of all I give and recommend my Soul into the hands of God that gave it and for my Body I commend it to the Earth to be Buried in A Christian like and decent manner at the discrecion of my Executor nothing doubting but at the general Resurrection I shall receive the same again by the mighty power of God & as touching such worldly Estate Wherenth it hath pleased God to bless me in this life I give devise & dispose of the same in the following manner and form After my debts and funeral Charges are fully paid. Imprimis I give unto my son Thomas Smith five shillings Item I give unto my Daughter Anne Goode two Closses of Land called by the name of the Gannows which I purchased of Rich Reynolds during her natural life & after her decease that ye said land shall be equally divided amongst her Children Item I give unto my Daughter Alice Roe five shillings Item I give & bequeath unto my son Joseph Smith all the Building & the Land which I have now at my own dispose belonging to the Porchhouse & likewise three Closses of Land called by the name  of the Niplands to him & his Heirs forever lying and being in the Parrish of Halesowen and County of Sallop Item I give unto my Son Jos: Smith the House that I purchased of Rich Reynolds now in the Tenure or occupatch of Dan: Hanbury be paying yearly & every year the sum of three pounds to Joshua Reade during his Natural life & likewise the Land Tax belonging to the sd house and also my will is that my son Jos: Smith shall draw two Wagon Load of Lime to Twatling Street for Isaac Booton yearly and every year untill my son John Smith shall attain to the Age of One & twenty Item I give & bequeath unto my son John Smith that Estate of Land being ffree hold and Coppy hold which I purchased of Bach lying at Twatling Street in ye Par: of Bromsgrove & County of Worcester & in the Possession of Isaac Booton to him ye sd Jon: Smith and his Heirs forever Item I give & bequeath unto my son Jacob Smith that other Estate which I purchased of John Wheeler lying at Twatling Street in ye Par: and County aforesd & in the tenure or occupacon of John Jennings to him ye sd Jacob Smth and his Heirs forever Likewise I give unto my son Jacob Smith all that Estate which I purchased of Nich Molesworth lying at ye Gannow Green in ye Par: of Bromsgrove & County of Worcester now in my own Possession to him & his Heirs forever he paying to my Daughter Anne Goode the sum of Sixty pounds when he shall attain to ye Age of One & twenty & the said Money to be put into the hands of my son Tho: Smith for the use of my Daughter Anne & her Heirs & that my son Tho: Smith shall receive yearly out of the said Estate three pounds & pay it to my Daughter Anne untill the Sixty pounds becomes payable And likewise that my son Jacob shall pay unto my son Jon: Smith fifty pounds wn my son Jacob Smth attains ye Age of One & twenty out of ye Gannow Farm  Item I give & bequeath to my two daughters Mary Smith and Hannah Smith all my ready Money stock goods and Cattle Corn and Lent grain growing on the Porchhouse land to be equally divided between my two Daughters Mary Smith and Hannah Smith Except the threshed Corn in ye house which shall be sold to pay towards my debts & funeral Charges & ye rest shall be paid out of my Yearly rents and Interest of money by my son Joseph Smith whom I make & Ordain my only & Sole Executor of this my last Will & Testament And I do hereby revoke & make void all Wills by me formerly made And I do appoint my Brother Robert Hedges & my Tho: Smith to be Guardians to my Executor till he comes to ye age of One & twenty to receive my rents & use of money & to pay my debts & funeral  expenses & to pay the remaining part to my Executor In witness whereof I have hereunto put my hand & seal ye day & Year first above written
