



Will of Alice Smith of Romsley p Halesowen widow 1732

In the name of God Amen The twenty sixth day of March in the Year of our Lord God 1732 I Alice Smyth of Romsley in the Parrish of Halesowen and County of Salop Widdow being poor and weak in Body but of perfect mind and memory htanks be given unto God thereforecalling unto mind the Mortality of my Body and knowing that it is appointed for all once to die do make and Ordain this my last will and Testam't  That is to say principally and first of all I give and recommend my soul into the hands of God that gave it, And for my body I commend it to the Earth to be Buried in a Christian like and decent manner at the discretion of my Executrix nothing doubting but at the general Resurrection I shall receive the same again by the mighty power of God, and as touching such wordly Estate where with it hath pleased God to bless me in this life, I give devise and dispose of the same in the following manner and form  Imprimis I give and bequeath unto my son in law John Tayler one shilling And also to my Granson John Tayler half A Guinnea to be paid by my Excecutrix hereaftrer mentioned within the compass of six months next after my decease  Item I give and bequeath unto my Daughter Elizabeth Clark all the rest of my substance whatsoever her paying my Funeral expenses whom I likewise make and Ordain my only and sole Executrix of this my last Will and Testament  And I do also will and desire my Kinsman John Hornblower tyo see that this my last Will and Testament by faoithfully performed  And for his pains I do order and appoint him Forty shillings to be paid by my Executrix  And I do hereby make void all other Wills by me formerly made And order and Appoint this to be my last Will and Testament  In Witness whereof I have hereunto put my hand and seal the day and year above written
