Will of Ferdinando Smith of the Grange in the parish of Halesowen in the County of Salop Esquire 21 Dec 1793	

In the name of God Amen I Ferdinando Smith of the Grange in the parish of Halesowen in the County of Salop Esquire being of sound mind and memory praised be God for the same do make this my last will and testament in manner and form following (that is to say) first I give and devise unto John Smith of the parish of Wolverley in the County of Worcester Esquire and Jacob Smith late of the parish of Walsall in the County of Stafford the younger Esquire and the survivor of them their heirs or assigns all my messuages lands tenements and hereditaments (except those intailed on my eldest son) with their and every of their appurtenances and the reversion and reversions remainder and remainders rents issues and profits thereof together with all my personal property In Trust to be set let sell and duispose of to and for the several uses intents and purposes hereinafter mentioned and expressed Also I devise that my debts and funeral expenses be paid I also devise that such part of my said property as my executors hereinafter named shall think proper be applied to and for the education and maintenance of my younger children lawfully begotten or to be begotten by me I also devise that my property and money arising from the sale of my said estates be equally divided by my said executors between my said younger children share and share alike and that my said executor do pay each of them their respective share when and as each of them shall arrive at the age of twenty one years or marry with the consent of my said executors I also devise and my will is that if either of my said younger children shall die before they arrive at the age of twenty one years or marry without the consent of my said executors such of them (if any) shall not be entitled to nor have any part of my property but their share thereof shall be equally divided share and share alike amongst the others of my said younger children I also devise and my will is that my Grange Estate with its appurtenances be not sold until one of my sons shall arrive at the age of twenty one years and that the same be then sold to such of my said sons as shall first arrive at the age of twenty one years at a fair valuation Also that the person or persons who shall purchase all or any part of my said Trust Estate shall not be answerable for the application or misapplication of the purchase money to be paid for the same but that the receipt and receipts of my said trustees or either of them shall be a sufficient discharge to such purchaser or purchasers for the same And lastly I hereby make and appoint the said John Smith and Jacob Smith executors of this my last will and testament
