
Will of Richard Stampes of Romsley husbandman 1 March 1597

In the Name off god Amen the fyrst Daie of Marche in the yeare of the Raigne of our soverigne lady Quene Elizabethe the XLth a(nn)o  D(o)m(ini) 1597 I Richard Stampes of the Towneshipp of Romesleu within the p(a)rishe of halesowen and countie of Sallopp husbandman sick of Bodie but of perfect mynd & memory thankes be given to Almightie god Doe make this my Laste will and Testament in man(nor) and forme followinge fyrst I bequeath my Soule to almightie god my maker and Redemer and my bodye to be buried in ye parishe churche yeard of halesowen  It(e)m I give and bequeathe unto Margaret my wiffe Two Kyne (that is to saye) browning & pyot if one of them be chosen for an harriot then the said Margaret to have the choyses of the Reste of my Kyne  It(e)m I give unto ye said Margaret ye fetherbed that I now lye on with a bolster and a pillowe a blanquet a canvas & cordinge with all ye Tymber to ye same Beed  It(e)m I give unto ye said Margaret a coffer a lesser pot ye seconde catherne ij o platters & ij o pottingers a little barrell a pynte & ij o wheles cardes a payle the beste  It(e)m my will is that my wiffe shall have those halfe of ye hardeorne of ye grounde It(e)m my will is that my wiffe shall have seede otes of my otes in ye house to serve two acres of grounde which I have plowed  It(e)m my will is that my wiffe shall have her kyne keept so longe as the hay and strawe I have dothe laste  It(e)m my will is that my wiffe shall have one cowe keapt one sommer one ye grounde which I holde for yeares next after my Deathe  Item my will is that my wiffe and Alice garner shall have the clothe whiche is at the Walkers  It(e)m I give unto the same Alice garner one      yearling    halfe color Red  It(e)m I give and bequeathe unto Jhon Stampes my sonne v£ of currant Englishe money and all my wearing Rayment & the money to be paid unto hym within one yeare & halfe after my decease  It(e)m I give and bequeathe unto the same John one blacke heyfer being thr yeare olde  It(e)m I give and bequeathe unto Annys Stampes my Daughter viij £ of current Englishe money & to be paid her within one yeare & halfe after my Deceas  It(e)m I give unto ye same Annys one coffer & ij o platters  It(e)m I give unto Johane hinche my Daughter on heyfer beinge three yeares of age  It(e)m I give and bequeathe unto George Stampes my brother iij s iiij d in money Duringe  the yeres in my   lease ground to be bestowed one hym at the Discretion of Kellam Reade  It(e)m  my will is that my wiffe shall have all her wearinge Rayment whatsoever and one payer of shetes Two Qusshines Two napkynes and a flaxed bordcloth All the Residiwe of my cattells unbequeathed as well movable as unmovable my Debts payd my Legazies p(er)formed and I honestlye brought home I do give and bequeath unto Alexand(er) Stampes my sonne whom I doe make my Executer  It(e)m I doe make my overseares John Melley & Henry Melley to see this my last will p(er)formed

It(e)m Mr. Bartley Dothe owe me for three daies worke for cutting colewood
