Will of Warin Tay of Halesowen husbandman 15 December 1747

In the name of God Amen. I Warin Tay of the Parish of Halesowen in the County of Salop Husbandman being weak in body but of sound mind, memory and Understanding (blessed be God for the same) do make and ordain this my last Will and Testament in manner and form following That is to say First of all I commend my Soul to God that gave it, hoping for mercy by my Saviour Jesus X and my body I commit to the earth to be decently buried at the direction of my Executrix herein after named. And as to my Worldly Estate I dispose thereof followeth First I give and devise and bequeath unto my dear and loving Wife Sarah Tay all the Rents, Issues, and Profits of all that my house, Barn, lands, and appurtenances in the Parish of Tanworth in the County of Warwick and also the Benefit of the Lease of the Premises now in my possession in the said Parish of Halesowen, and also the use of all my household goods and all my Personal effects whatsoever during the term of her natural life in case she continues so long in Widowhood, and also appoint my said Wife Sole Executrix of this my said Will provided she continues a Widow. But in case she marries again, I then order and appoint that her power as Executrix shall cease and she shall be no longer Executrix of this my said Will then til the day of her second Marriage neither shall she be entitled to anything before given, devisied or bequeathed any longer than the day of such second marriage; But whenever that said marriage shall take place I then ordain and appoint my Brother Thomas Tay of the Parish of Kings Norton in the County of Worcester and my Brother in Law William Partridge of the Said Parish of Halesowen Executor of this my last Will and Testament, and give them the power of disposing every thing before given & devised to my Said Wife for the benefit of my Children and my Said Wife as they shall think fit. Moreover I give and devise unto my son Thomas Tay all that my house, Barn, land & premises in the said parish of Tanworth in the County of Warwick at the decease of my said Wife if not sooner, and to his heirs for ever, he the said Thomas my Eldest son charging therout the full sum of twenty Pounds of lawful money of Great Britain to his Brother Warin Tay, my second son, within one year next after he is in full and quiet possession of the same. Also I give and bequeath un to all my Children (my son Thomas only excepted) all the Rest and Residue of my Substance and effects whatsoever to be equally divided among them at the death of my Said Wife and not sooner. Moreover I hereby declare this to be my last Will and Testament revoking all former Wills by me hereby be fore made. In Witness whereof I have hereunto set my hand and seal this fifteenth day of December in the year of our Lord one Thousand seven hundred and forty seven.
