and [indeciferable] father and mother [indeciferable]  ​Item I give to my grandaughter Mary Taylor daughter of my sonn James Richard and to my grandchildren Richard Wright and John Wright tenn pounds a piece And it is my will that the said legacies be paid by my executor when the said several legatees severally attain the age of one & twenty years and in the meantime that the said legacies be sett out at interest by my executor severally to and for the severall advantages and benefit of my said several legatees  And all the rest of my personal estate I give to my son Nathaniell Taylor whom I make executor of this my will  In witness whereof I have hereunto subscribed my hand and putt my seal this fifth day of March in the fifth year of the reign of our souverine Lord George by the grace of God King of Great Britain, ffrance and Ireland Defender of the faith  Anno dom 1719
