My mind & Will is that all such Debts which I do justly Owe at ye time of Death shall be Honestly paid & Discharged  Item I give to my son Richard one Shilling.  And in like manner I do bequeath unto my son Nathanael one Shilling of Lawful Money And whereas my Father did by will bequeath a Legacy to my Daughter Mary to be paid at ye time of coming to ye age of one & twenty years My mind and Will is yt ye said Legacy shall be truly paid by my Exo'trix hereaftr named.   I do also give to my sd Daughter Mary one shilling   My son John having an hundred pounds settled on him out of my Copy Land at Ludley I do hereby ord'n and Bequeath twenty pounds more to be paid to my sd son John.  And to my son Thomas I do hereby give him sixscore pounds of good & Lawful money of Great Britain to be paid at time of his coming to ye Age of one and twenty years  Item I give to my Loving & Dear Wife ye best Bed with all the furniture thereunto belonging and as many of other Goods wch she shall Choose to ye value of ten pounds whom I likewise do Constitute make & Ordain my only & Sole Exocutrix of this my last Will and Testam't during her continuance in Widowhood & no longer. & I do ordain and appoint my Brother Richard Tayler & my Brother in Law John Wight to be Overseers & Trustees of this Will & for their pains to be taken in ye Execusion of ye Trust committed to them I do give to each Trustee ten Shillings.  I do also hereby disallow revoke & Disanul every form ' Will or Wills & Bequests Ratifying & Confirming this to be my last Will & Testam't  In Witness whereof I have hereunto set my Hand and Seal the day and year first above Written.
