
Will of John Underhill dated 20th December 1604

In the name of god ame(n) the xxth Day of Dessembe(r) 1604 I John Underhill of Calcotte hill In the parishe of Clente In the County of Stafforde of good Minde and Remembrannce Doth make my laste will and testamente in manner and form following first I do bequeth my Soule to my Saviou(r) Jehus Criste trusting to be saved by the merrites of his Deat(h) and passio(n) my Body to be buried It(e)m I give to Clent Church x s to be bestowed of s(o)me ornemente to the Church It(e)m I geve unto Margery Baker my daughter xx s Also to ffrannces Davis xx s Item I geve to Willia(m) my sonne xx s Item I give to Edwarde my sonne xx s  It(e)m I geve to Mary my Daughter xx s It(e)m I give to Gilbert my sonne xx s It(e)m I geve to Thom(a)s my sonne xx s Item I geve to Elizabeth Tunckes my Daughter xx s Also I geve unto Willia(m) my sonne a Brasen Panne a Potte and a Brasen morter to be cheves (?) to Remaine to the heyers perpetuall condissionally that my wyffe have the occupasion of the(m) During her life Also I geve to Isabell the Daughter of Willia(m) Underhill vis 8 d  I geve to Jane Wewgarde iii s iiii d Al the reste of my goods unbequethed I geve to Isabell my Wyffe and make her my whole (sole?) executrix  Item I geve John Baker my beste coote I geve John Davis my beste hatte lyned w(ith) velvette and my taffaty dublett  I geve gilbert my beste cloke I geve to Thomas my seckonde cloke  I give the reste of my weereing apparrell to Thomas and Gilbert my Sonnes to be delivered betweene them at the oversight of John Davis  It(e)m I make my oversears of this my laste Will and testamente Edwarde Underhill my Sonne and John Davis my Sonne in law geveing eche of them for therer Paynes x s  By me John Underhill writte(n) w(i)th my owne hande the Day above writte(n)
