ln the name of God Amen, I John Southwell of Romsley Hill in the parish of Hales Owen in the County of Salop Blacksmith being of Sound mind memory and understanding and Considering the uncertainty of this life Do make and Declare this my last will and testament in manner and form following (that is to say) ffirst and principally I Recommend my Soul unto Almighty God through his mercy and the merit of my Saviour Jesus Christ to Enjoy eternall Rest, And my body I commit to the Earth to be decently buried at the discretion of my Executor herein after named And as to such temporall Estate as it hath pleased god to bless me with, I do give and dispose thereof as followeth (that is to say) ffirst after my Just Debts and funeral Charges shall be paid and discharged I Do give and bequeath unto my son John Southwell the Sum of ffifteen pounds of lawfull money of great Britain and the bed and
furniture thereto belonging whereon I usually lay, Likewise I do give and bequeath unto my Daughter Mary Osbourn the Sum of give Shillings Allso I do give devise and Bequeath unto my Son William Southwell All that my freehold Dwelling house Garden and Appurtonances thereunto belonging To have and to hold to him his heirs and Assigns forever, and also all my Brewing and Bakeing Vessells Barrells and the utencills thereto belonging, and One bed and furniture thereto belonging, One hanging press, one long table, One Join'd chair, One lron Crane, One desk, One Silver Tobacco Box, and all my Shop tools, and also All my stock in trade Ready monies Book Debts Bulls Bonds and writeings whatsoever, Nevertheless Subject
to the payment of the Legacies herein particularly mentioned to my other son and Daughters Allso I do give and bequeath unto my Daughter Hannah Southwell the Sum of Twenty pounds of like lawfull money, and also all the Rest Residues And Remainder of my household Goods not before particularly Mentioned, And I do hereby nominate constitute and Appoint my said Son William Southwell, Full and Sole Executor of this my last will and Testament hereby Revoaking Annulling and making void all former and other will and wills by me heretofore made declaring this to be my last will and Testament In Witness whereof I have hereunto Set my hand and Seal the First day of December in the year of our Lord One Thousand Seven Hundred and Seventy One.
