Will of Richard Turnley of Hunnington innkeeper 24 July 1850	

I give and bequeath all my household goods stock in trade and all my personal property to my wife Sarah Turnley tyo and for her own use and benefit And I give and devise all that my messuage dwelling house garden and premises situate at Hunnington aforesaid now in my own occupation And also all that dwelling house garden and premises thereto adjoining now unoccupied and all other my real estate whatsoever and wheresoever unto my said wife Sarah Turnley to hold to her and her assigns for and during the term of her natural life (she keeping the buildings in good and tenantable repair) and from and after her decease I give and devise all my said real estate unto my son in law Thoms Oldbury Jones and his heirs to hold the same to my said son in law Thomas Oldbury Jones and his heirs upon trust that he or they shall and do as soon as conveniently may be after the decease of my said wife cause all my said real estate to be valued by one sufficient and indifferent person And it is my will that my said son in law Thomas Oldbury Jones shall and do offer the same to my eldest son George Turnley at the price or sum which shall be fixed by such valuation thereon as aforesaid in order that my said son George Turnley if he shall consent shall become the purchaser thereof and that in case my said son George Turnley shall elect and choose to become the purchaser thereof at the valuation to be made as aforesaid that then my said son in law Thomas Oldbury Jones or his heirs shall and do forthwith convey and assure the same to my said son George Turnley and his heirs and assigns for ever ...

And if my said son George Turnley shall refuse to become the purchaser of my said real estate at such valuation ... the same shall be offered to my other son Richard Turnley ... but if both my said sons shall refuse to purchase ... sell and dispose of all my real estate either together and in one lot or in several lots by public auction or private contract ... the remainder of such purchase money shall be paid to my said trustee and by him equally divided between and amongst my said sons George and Richard and my daughter Maria the wife of the said Thomas Oldbury Jones Hannah the wife of William Green and Sarah the wife of Samuel Lloyd ...

And lastly I do hereby nominate constitute and appoint my said wife Sarah Turnley executrix and my said son in law Thomas Oldbury Jones executor of this my will
