Will of George Hanbury of Hunnington gent 17 December 1792

I George Hanbury of Hunnington in the parish of Halesowen in the County of Salop gentleman being of sensible and disposing mind and memory thanks be to almighty God so make this my last will and testament in manner following (that is to say) I give and bequeath unto my niece Sarah Hanbury one of the daughters of my late brother Lowbridge Hanbury deceased the sum of five pounds I give and bequeath to my nephew George Hanbury of Bridgnorth ironmonger all my wearing apparel of all sorts if he pleases to accept thereof And subject to the payment of all my debts legacies funeral expenses and the costs of proving this my will I give and bequeath all the rest and residue of my goods chattels personal estate and effects whatsoever and wheresoever of which I shall die possessed unto my niece Mary the other daughter of my said late brother Lowbridge Hanbury and now the wife of John Cox of Halesowen to and for her own use and benefit for and during the term of her natural life and from and after her decease to and for such other person or persons as she my said niece Mary shall (notwithstanding her Coverture) in and by her last will and testament in writing attested by two subscribing witnesses give and dispose thereof or of any part thereof and which will I hereby give her full power to make and dispose of such property with or without the assent of her present huisband recommending her to give to my said nephew George Hanbury if living at her decease all my books and book cases and hereby nominate and appoint my said niece Mary sole executrix of this my will and hereby revoking all former will and wills by me made I publish and declare this to be my only true last will and testament in witness whereof I hereunto set my hand and seal and published the same the seventeenth day of December in the year of our Lord one thousand seven hundred and ninety two
