


Will of Richard Brettell of Romsley yeoman 2nd June 1701

In the name of God Amen the second day of June Anno Dom in the thirteenth year of the Raign of our sovraighn lord William the third by the grace of God of England Scotland France and Ireland King Defender of the faith etc. I Richard Brettell the elder of Romsley in the parish of Halesowen and County of Sallop yeoman being sick in body but whole in mind and of good and perfect remembrance thanks be given to Almighty god my maker and redeemer  I appoynt and make my last will and testament in manner and form following  first I give and bequeath my sould to Allmighty god hoping to be saved by his most ….....death and passion and my body to be buried in the parish churchyard of Halesowen  Item I give and bequeath unto my sonn in law Henry Weebb five pounds  Item my will is that my Executors hereafter nominated shall pay unto my sonn Isaac [?] Brettell Tenn pounds within one quarter of a year after my decease being..........................by bond   Item I give and bequeath unto my sonn Isaac Brettell all y right title interest and demands [?] which I have..................in a lease from Sir Thomas Littleton  Item I give and bequeath unto my daughter Bridgett Barnfield one shilling  Item I give and bequeath unto my daughter Abbigaill Weebb the one half of all my goods cattell and chattells of what nature sort or quallity soever the same be which are unbequeathed  I give and bequeath the other half of my goods cattell and chattels of what nature sort or quallity soever the same be which was bequeathed unto my daughter Hannah haywood for the life of Elizabeth Alchurch[?] Richard Alchurch Edward Allchurch Thomas Haywood and Isaac Heywood being the children of Hannah Heywood to be distributed amongst them by my overseer hereafter nominated  Item I doo ordain and appoint Hannah Haywood and Abbigaill Weebb y daughtrs my soul Executors of this my last will & testament  Also I doo appoint my brothers Robert Brettell and my son Isaac Brettell my overseers to see this my last will and testament performed.
