Will of Rev John Todd clerk of Hunnington p Halesowen Salop 29 March 1838	

This is the last will and testament of me John Todd of Hunnington in the parish of Halesowen in the County of Salop Clerk which I make publish and declare in manner and form following that is to say in the first place I direct that all my just debts (except my debt one upon mortgage) my funeral ant testamentary expenses shall be fully paid and satisfied by my executors hereinafter named out of my personal estate and from and after payment thereof and subject thereto I give and bequeath all my household goods and furniture plate linen books china and pictures and all other my personal estate whatsoever and wheresoever and of what nature and kind soever unto my dear wife Isabella Todd and two daughters Mary Hannah Todd and Isabella Todd to and for their joint use and benefit during the life of my said wife and from and after her decease I give and bequeath the same unto and equally between my said two daughters Mary Hannah Todd and Isabella Todd absolutely for their own use and benefit and I give and devise unto my two friends Joseph Bissell of Hunnigton aforesaid farmer and Samuel Horton of Birmingham in the County of Warwick silversmith All those my nine freehold dwelling houses with the outbuildings and appurtenances thereto belonging situate and being at Keswick in the County of Cumberland and alsoi all other my real estate whatsoever and wheresoever and of what nature or kind soever over which I have a disposing power to hold to them the said Joseph Bissell and Samuel Horton and the survivor of them and their heirs executors and administrators of such survivor upon the several trusts and to and for the several ends intents and purposes hereinafter declared and expressed of and concerning the same that is to say upon trust to receive the rents and profits thereof and after paying and keeping down the interest of the mortgage debt due from me and secured thereon and the necessary expenses of keeping the same in good and tenantable repair upon further trust to pay and divide the residue of the said rents and profits unto and equally between my said wife and my said two daughters Mary Hannah Todd and Isabella Todd for their joint use and benefit during the life of my said wife and from and after the decease of my said wife I give and devise my said nine freehold dwelling houses with the outbuildings and appurtenances thereto belonging and also all other my real estate whatsoever and wheresoever over which I have a disposing power subject to the said mortgage unto my two daughters Mary Hannah Todd and Isabella Todd their heirs and assigns for ever as tenants in common and not as joint tenants chargeable nevertheless with the legacy or bequest hereinafter mentioned that is to say whereas I have already provided for my son George Todd by having given him an amount in money which will be more than equal to the shares of my property hereinbefore given and devised by me to my said two daughters but as a testimony of my regard and affection for him I hereby give and bequeath unto my trustees Joseph Bissell and Samuel Horton and the survivor of them and the heirs executors and administrators of such survivor the sum of fifty pounds which I do charge and make chargeable upon my real estates herein before given and devised by me as aforesaid upon trust after the decease of my said wife to raise the said sum of fifty pounds either by sale or mortgage of my said real estates or some portion thereof or otherwise in such manner as my said two daughters Mary Hannah Todd and Isabella Todd shall agree upon or approve of and to pay the same unto my said son George Todd in such sums or instalments either weekly or otherwise and at such time and times as they my said trustees or the survivor of them or the heirs executors and administrators of such survivor shall in their discretion think proper and not otherwise and I hereby give and bequeath the same sum to him my said son George Todd accordingly and I do hereby declare that the receipt or receipts of my said trustees or the survivor of them or the heirs executors and administrators of such survivor shall be a good and effectual discharge or good and effectual discharges to all persons paying money to them or any or either of them under the trusts of this my will and that they my said trustees or the survivor of them or the heirs executors and administrators of such survivor shall be charges and chargeable only with such monies as they or either of them shall actually receive notwithstanding they or either of them may join in giving or signing any receipt for the sake of conformity or otherwise and that they or either of them shall not be answerable or accountable for any involuntary misfortune or loss or damage which may happen in the execution of the trusts hereinbefore contained or in relation thereto and that they shall have and be entitled to retain out of any money which shall come to their or either of their hands by virtue of this my will all costs charges and expenses which they or either of them may be put to or sustain in the execution of the trusts aforesaid as lastly I do hereby nominate constitute and appoint my said two friends Joseph Bissell and Samuel Horton executors of this my will hereby revoking all former wills by me made and declaring this only to be my last will and testament In witness whereof I the said John Todd the testator have to this my last will and testament written and contained on three sheets of paper set my hand and seal in manner following that is to say to the first two sheets hereof I have set my hand and to the third and last sheet hereof I have set my hand and seal this twenty ninth day of March in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and thirty eight
