In the name of God Amen the xiiij daye of October in ye fourthe yeare of ye Rayne of our Soverint Lady Elizabeth by the grace of God of England france and Ireland queen Defendar of ye feythe &c I William Harrys of Hunnyngeton in the County of Salope yeoman sycke in body but of p[er]fect memory thankes be gyven to God make this my laste wyll and testament in ma[nner] and forme foloynge fyrste I bequeath my soulle to Almighty God my macker and Redemare and my body to be byried in the p[a]rishe churche of Halesowen I gyve and bequeth to the pore mens box xijd Item I give and bequeth to Edward Harrys my sune xxli in money Item I gyve and bequeth to Gone Holimon & Annis Holimon vli apece in full recumpence of ... and other thyngs which I recevid with them to be payd unto them at suche tyme as my executors and over seares shall se cause Item I gyve and bequeth to Gylbart Harrys Katrin Harrys and Alis Harrys sune and daughtures to John Harrys disessyd iijli of money to be payd to them at the deschression of my executors & over sears yt is to saye xxs apece of them Item I gyve &bequeth to my god chyldren which are my brotheris chyldren  xijs apece And to all my other god chyldren iiijd apece Item I do forgyve my sune in lawe John Crynyne all suche dettes he dothe owe to me saving xls which I have a byll of hys hand for ye payment thereof Item I gyve and bequethe to the hyghwayes xxxs of money in full recumpence and payment of the cowe pryce xs which was delyvered me for and ye syer of the same cowe to be delyvered to the townshype of Hunnyngeton to bestowe of ye sayd wayes Item I do gyve & bequeth to Edward Sharpelynge xiijs iiijd of money the residue of all my goodes unbequethed dettes payd my legacies p[er]formed & honestly brout whome I do gyve and bequeth to destributynge of my executors and over sears as they shall se cause Item I do appoynt Hendry Sparry gent and Rychard Harrys my brother to be my executors whome I do gyve for theyre peynes tackynge vs apece Itenm I do appoynt Gorge Tocke gent John Sparry gent and Roger Mosley gent to be my over seares to se that thys my laste wylle be p[er]formed whom I do gyve for theyr peynes tackynge iijs iiijd apece
