In the name of God Amen the seconded aye of Julye in the xiijth yere of the rayne of our Soverayne lady Elizabeth by the grace of God of Englande Fraunce and Ireland ... defender of the faythe and in the yeare of our Lord God 1572 I Wyllm Stampes of the p[ar]rishe of Halesowen within the dioces of Worcester being at thys tyme sicke of bodye but ... and in good and p[er]fect remembrance laud & prayse be unto Allmighty God ... thys my p[re]sent testament and laste wyll in manner and forme following ... principallye I gyve and comende my sowle to Almyghtye God my maker trusting that it shalbe saved by the merytes of hys death and passion ... buryed in the churche yarde of the p[ar]ishe of Halesowen Item I give and ... Stampes for ij peires of loomes whensoever he wyll calle for them & ... findynge the workemen meate & dryncke at the sayd tyme and the sayde ... paye them ther wages Item I gyve & bequethe unto Wyllm my sonne ... delivered by my execotors within one hole yeare after my burying Item ... [be]quethe to Margerye my daughter five nobles & one cowe Item I geve & bequethe ... Alse my daughter five nobles & one cowe of good & lawfull money of England ... payd unto the sayd Margerye & Alse & also that the sayd five marks which I ... them to be payd by the sayd John Stampes my sonne out of thos my landes ... as afforsayd eyther at the day of theyre marryages or els at the deathe of ... without collucyon or reaskye dealynge of the sayd John or hys heyres & ... kyne to be delivered unto the sayd Margerye & Alse by Jone my wyffe as afor ... I gyve & bequethe unto the chyldrene of Ane Meley my daughter unto the p[er]pe ... comodytyes one cowe to be delivered to them & to the handes of some honest ... to there moste beste p[er]fytte & unto ther beste advantage untyll they be of p[er]f ... by my wyffe within one hole yeare nexte after my burying by my executors ... orden Thomas Averye & Jone my wyffe my executors & I geve unto the ... for hys paynes iijs  iiijd & I orden & make Rauff Harrys my ov[er]sear to se ... wyll p[er]formyd & I gyve hym for hys paynes ijs  Item I give & bequethe ... Averye my goddaughter ij eywes to hold unto her within one monethe nexte ... buryinge & also my wyll ys & I bynde the sayd John yt he shall not sell ... sayd howsse or tenement medowes leassowes or pastures or any p[ar]te ... as aforsayde to any p[er]son or p[er]sonnes but unto Rychard hys brother
