In the name of God Amen the nineteenth day of May Anno Domini 1695 and in this seventh year of the reign of our sovereign Lord William the Third by the grace of God of England Scotland France and Ireland King and Defender of the Faith &c I William Brettell of Romsley in the parish of Halesowen and in the county of Salop Yeoman being sick in body but whole in mind and of good and perfect remembrance thanks be given to Almighty God my maker and redeemer do appoint and make my last Will and Testament in manner and form following  First I give and bequeath my soul to Almighty God  hoping to be saved by his most precious death and passion and my body to be buried in the parish churchyard of Halesowen  Item I give and bequeath unto William Brettell my son my lease of the house and land which I now dwell on also I give unto him five pounds  Item I give and bequeath unto Nathan Brettell my son all my right title interest  and demand which I have had or might have had in a lease assigned by one George Grove to his daughters Ann and Isobel as by the assignment more plainly appears   Also I give and bequeath unto my son Nathan Brettell five pounds of lawful English money to be paid by my Executor hereafter nominated next after my decease  Item I give and bequeath unto my son Richard Brettell ten pounds of lawful English money to be paid by my Executor hereafter nominated within five years next after my decease  Item I give and bequeath unto my daughter Ann Brettell five pounds of lawful English money and the value of five pounds worth in goods to be paid by my Executor hereafter nominated within two years next after my decease  Item I give and bequeath unto my daughter Hannah Brettell five pounds of lawful English money and the value of five pounds worth in goods to be paid by my Executor hereafter nominated within four years next after my decease  Item  I give and bequeath unto William Brettell my son all the rest of my goods cattle and chattels of what nature sort or quality soever the same be which and unbequeathed paying my debts legacies and funeral aright and I do also ordain and appoint my son William Brettell my sole Executor of this my last Will and Testament in witness whereof I have put my hand and seal  I do also appoint Richard Cookes my overseer to see this my last Will and Testament performed
