In the name of God Amen the seventh day of December one Thousand Six Hundred and ninety three I John Shenston of the Grange in the parish of Halesowen in the County of Salop yeoman being disabled in body but of perfect mind and memory (praised be Almighty God) do ordain and make this my last will and testament in manner and form following (viz) first I do commend my soul to God my maker and redeemer hoping through the merits of Jesus Christ to be made partaker of everlasting life I do commend my body to the earth whereof it is made and to be buried in the Parish Churchyard of Halesowen aforesaid in a Christian manner Item I give and bequeath to my son John Shenston all my land lying and being in the parish of Halesowen and all privileges thereunto belonging Item I give and bequeath unto my daughter Mary Shenston all and every the goods within my house And as for all debts cattle corn and all other my stock without door to be equally divided betwixt my son John and my daughter Mary out of which stock all my debts and funeral expenses to be discharged Item I ordain and make Thomas Lea of the Grange and my brother William Shenstone my executors of this my will and testament All their charges to be allowed to them Unto which will above recited I do put my hand and seal the day and year above written 

Item before sealing of this my will I do give to my son John the whole bay of hardcorn to himself and all other to be disposed of as above mentioned
