… September in the yeare of … of god kinge of England ffrance … of the faith the xlvijth and in the yeare … 1613 I Thomas Underhill of Romesley within the parish of Halesowen … County of Salloppe yeoman weake in bodye but stronge in mynd doe willingley … into the hands of my Lord god and Creator my … his fatherly … granted unto me nothinge doubting but that for his … set for the in the precious blood of his Dearley beloved Sonne Jesus Christ our Saviour and redeemer … my soule into his glorie and place it into the company … angels and blessed … And as  concerning my bodye … and of true hart I give it over commending it to the earth whereof it came  not doubting but knowing unto the .. of my fayeth at the greate day of the generall resurrection when wee shall appeare before the Judgment Seate of Christ I shall … the same againe by the mightie power of God not a corruptible mortall weake vyle body as it is now but an uncorruptible immortale Stronge and perfect body in all poyntes like unto the glorious bodye of my lord and Saviour Jesus Christ first as touching my wife with whome I coupled my selfe in the … of god living with her in ye blessed state of honourable wedloke by whom also by the blessing of god I have nowe during the pleasure of god sixe sonnes and three daughters vizt John Edward Richard Thomas William Roger Elizabeth Johanne and Isabell and some of my children are already placed and advanced and other some as it to place and advance And albeit I doubt not but god after my departure wilbe unto my sayed wiefe and children a patron and defender and will not suffer you to …if they trust feare and serve him yet for as much as god hath blessed me with worldly substance I therefore devise and bequeath unto my daughter Isabell twenty pounds in money and as much household Stuffe as it pleaseth her further to be bestowed upon her Item whereas I have seaverall leases of certaine parcells of land called Ballridge And Sling Croft lyinge in Romsley aforesayed for divers yeares yet enduringe my will is that the yssues and profitts out of the same arrisinge shallbe unto my Sonnes Thomas Underhill and William Underhill by my Executors heareafter named equally devided Item I give and bequeath unto my Sayed Sonne Thomas Underhill one brinded oxe and one Dun Steere Item I give unto my sayed Sonnes Thomas and William sixe Eawes and Lambes Item I give unto my sayed Sonn William Underhill one Dun heifer Item I give unto my sayd Sonne Thomas all my Implements of husbandry what soever Item I give unto my daughter Elizabeth two Lambes Item I give unto sayed Sonne Edward  Underhill one Sheape Item I give unto my Sonn Richard Underhill one sheape Item I give unto my daughter Joane xijd Item I give unto my Sonn John Underhill my old chaires and the tablebord in the hall and one bench there The rest and residue of all my goodes Cattells houshold stuffe and implements of houshold and Chatells whatsoever my debts and funeral expenses with the legacies herein bequeathed beinge payed and discharged I doe give to Elizabeth my sayd wieff and Roger my sayd Sonne equally to be devyded betwene them by the oversyth and discretion of my Executors … hereafter named and my will is that if fortune that my sayed daughter Isabell to deceasse before the receipt of her legacie this my testament to her … that for her parte and porcion soe dyinge shall remayne and … residue of my children then servivinge and unma[rried] equally … And I doe ordayne constitute and make Elizabeth …. Smith gent my executors of this my last will and testament and I give unto my sayed brother John Smith for his paynes to take vjs 8d and I doe ordayne nominate and appoint my trustie and very … George Harris and Henry Mellie of Hellwood yeomen overseersof this my last will and I doe give to either of them for theire paynes 3s 4d apiece charging them and every of them in the name of god as they will answer before the … Jesus Christ at the dreadfull day of dome that they and every one of them … this my last will … and fayethfully fullfilled in every behalf without … of any person or persons whatsoever and also I will that their reasonable costs and charges be deuly answered by every one of them of my whole goodes from time to time to the recompence of their troubell provided always that if it shall fortune my … amongst my children or any other clayminge any benefit by force of this my last will that the … determination and judgment thereof shallbe determined and judged from tyme to tyme to the last of my mynd and … meaning of this last will in every … and by the exposition and discrecion of my Executors and Overseers and I doe hereby renounce & revoke all former wills by me heretofore made In witness whereof I have hereunto put my hand and seale ye day & yeare above written these being witnesses vizt Raphe Tayler marke of Tho: Underhill John Smith Henry Melley Geo Wakeman Ed Underhill George Harris the marke of Henry Melley
