In the name of God Amen the 17 day of Maye anno dom 1646 I John Harris of Hunnington in the parish of Halesowen and Countie of Salloppe now sicke in bodie but of good and perfect remembrance praise be given to allmightie God my maker and Redeemer Doe appoint and make my last Will and Testament in manner & forme following viz ffirst I give and bequeath my sole to allmightie God hopinge to be saved by the most precious death and passion and my bodye to be buried in the parish churchyard of Halesowen Item I give and bequeath unto Ann my wiffe one red Cow and three quarters of an acer of hard Corne and three quarters of an acer of Barley and one acer of otes Item my will is that my wiffe shall have the fetherbed in the now Chamber which I now ly on with the timber and all belonging to the bed during her life and after her deceasse to John Harris my sonne Item my will is that my wiffe shall have the one halfe  of the tow in the house and one halfe of the hempe and flax which is on the ground Item my will is that my wife shall have the best Coffer and the one halfe of the Corne and heay in the barne and the use of all the pewter and brasse during her life and after to Remaine to John Harris my sonne Item I give and bequeath unto George Harris my sonne one shilling Item I give and bequeath unto Edward Harris my sonne ffive shillings Item I give and bequeath unto Edward Harris his sonne John ffive shillings Item I give and bequeath unto Urssuller Harris my daughter ten shillings Item I give and bequeath unto Elizabeth Cookes my daughter twenty shillings Item I give and bequeath unto Ann Harris my daughter Two shiiliongs Item I give and bequeath unto John Harris my sonne all my goods and chattel of what nature sort or Qalitie soever the same be which are unbequeathed paying my debts and funerall right and I doe also ordayne and appoint him the aforsayde John Harris my soone my sole Executor Item I doe make my overseers George Harris and Edward Harris to see this my last will performed
