Will of Francis Smith of Romsley parish of Halesowen Co Salop yeoman 18 April 1726

In the name of God Amen the Eighteenth day of April in the year of our Lord God 1726 I Francis Smith of Romsley in the parish of Halesowen and County of Salop yeoman being very weak in body but of perfect mind and memory thanks be given to God therefore calling into mind the mortality of my Body and knowing that it is appointed for all men once to die do make and ordain this my last Will and Testament That is to say principally and first of all I give and recommend my soul into the hands of God that gave it And for my Body I commend it to the Earth to be buried in a Christian like and decent manner at the discretion of my Executrixes nothing doubting but at ye general resurrection I shall receive the same again by ye mighty power of God and as touching such Worldly Estate whereto it hath pleased God to bless me in this life I give devise and dispose of the same in the following manner and form

Imprimis I give and bequeath unto my wife Margaret Smith the best bed and furniture thereto belonging Also i give her one Chest which I commonly use myself during her natural life and then to my Daughter Frances

Item I give unto my son John Smith one ginea he being plentifully provided for wotherwise

Item I give unto my Daughter Sarah Smith the sum of seventy pounds to be paid by my executrixes hereafter named within the Compass of one whole year next after my decease

Item I give unto my Daughter Mary Smith the sum of seventy pounds to be paid by my executrixes hereafter named within the Compass of two years next after my decease but provided she dies before the money becomes payable without issue then my will is that it shall be equally divided amongst her three sisters

Item I give to my Daughter Eliz: the benefit of a Lease for a little Meadow lying to Perry Field

Also I ordain and Appoint Eliz: and Frances to be my only and sole Executrixes of this my last Will and Testament to whom I give and bequeath all and singular my goods and chattels whatsoever which are unbequeathed they paying my debts legacies and Funerl Charges
