In the name of God Amen I John Shilvock of ye Parish of Halesowen in ye County of Salop husbandman being in good health but minding ye uncertainty of Human life do make & ordain this my last Will & Testament in Manner following First  after ye payment of all my just debts & Funeral Expenses which I hereby order shall be fully paid off & discharged I give & devise & bequeath unto my loving Wife Mary Shilvock for & during ye term of her Natural Life all ye Rents Issues & Profits of all that my Land lately left me by my late Kinsman Mr Christopher Cartwright now in ye possession of Mr Anthony Crane of ye Parish of Bromsgrove as Tenant in ye Same and also ye use of all my household Goods Stock in my Farm & personal effects whatsoever And after her decease I give & devise & bequeath unto my sons Samuel John Joseph & Daniel Shilvock & my Daughter Hannah wife of John Griffin & to their heirs for ever to be equally divided among them share & share alike all that my said Land left me by my said Kinsman Mr Christopher Cartwright now in the possession of the said Mr Anthony Crane as Tenant in ye Same and also all my household goods stock in my Farm & personal effects whatsoever Moreover I hereby nominate & appoint my son Joseph Shilvock Executor of this my last Will & Testament revoking all Wills by me heretofore made & declaring this to be my last Will & Testament In Witness whereof I have hereunto set my hand & seal this nineteenth day of March in ye year of our Lord one thousand seven hundred & sixty three
