This is the last will and testament of me Joseph Smith of the Township of Romsley in the Parish of Halesowen and County of Worcester farmer First I direct all my just debts funeral and testamentary expenses to be paid by my executors as soon as possible after my decease I give and bequeath unto my dear wife Martha Smith all my household furniture farming stock implements of husbandry &c. to use and hold the same for and during the term of her natural life and from and after her decease the said personal property to be sold by public auction and divided in the following manner to my daughter Mary Ann the wife of John Lucock forty pounds to my daughter Hannah the wife of Charles Tandy forty pounds and the residue to be equally divided between my sons Joseph and George Smith I nominate and appoint my dear wife executrix and my sons Joseph and George executors hereby revoking all former wills by me at any time made I declare this to be my last will and testament In witness whereof I the said testator have hereunto set my hand this 1st day of July 1863
