In the name of god amen I Richard Harris of Hunnington in the parish of Halesowen & county of Salop husbandman being weake in body but whole in mind of good and perfect memory thanks be to almighty god do ordain institute & appoint my last will and testament in manner and form following  ffirst I give and bequeath my soule to Almighty god my maker hoping to be saved by the merritts of Jesus Christ and my body to the earth   Item I give & bequeath unto Richard Harris my sonne Ten pounds of lawful english money to be peyd by my executor hereinafter named within two years after my decease   Item I give and bequeath unto Mary Harris my now wife the bedstead & feather bed whereon I lodge and the furniture thereto belonging And one clone [?] at the desire of the said Mary my now wife  I give and bequeath unto the said Mary my now wife ffower poundes of Lawful English money to be payd by the Executor hereinafter named yearly and every year during the natural life of his said mother in at or upon the ffeast of the Annunciation of the blessed Virgin Mary and St Michael the Archangel by even portions at the choyce of the said Mary and my mind and will is that my Executor hereinafter named shall keep her well and sufficiently winter and summer during her natural life   I give and bequeath unto Mary Harris my daughter forty pounds of lawful English money to be paid to the said Mary by my executor hereinafter named within two years after my death  Item I give and bequeath unto William Harris my son one tableboard frame and form standing in the hall house and one chest standing in the chamber over the hall one long coffer standing in the kitchen one great whitch standing in the kitchen and one callard standing in the hall aforesaid and one bed whereon the said William Harris now lodges with the furniture thereunto belonging the best brass pot one little board standing in the hall house the bread vessel and the whitch it standeth upon one warming plate one cheese press  All the rest of my household goods within my now dwellinghouse of what nature sort quality or condition soever the same I give unto Mary my now wife  Item all the rest of my gurdle corn cattell and chattels of what nature sort quality or condition whatsoever the same to which & unbequeathed my debts being first paid and my funeral rites discharged and body decently brought to the ground I give unto William Harris  my son And I doo ordain institute and appoint him my sole Executor of this my last will and testament  And I do ordain & appoint George Harris the elder of hunnington & William Smith of the Breach  overseers that my last will and testament shall be truly performed  And I give unto them twelve [?] pounds a peece   In witness whereof I have hereunto put my hand & seal the first day of March in the four and twentyth year of the rayne of our sovereign Lord Charles the second by the grace of god of England, Scotland France & Ireland king Defender of the ffaith.
