Will of William Harris of Goodrest Co Salop 23 January 1598

In the name of God Amen The Three and Twentieth daye of January in the yeare of our Lord God One Thousand Five Hundred nynetie and Eight I William Harris og Goodrest in the Countye of Salloppe weake in body but of perfect remembrance (god be praised therefore) considering with myself that I owe nature a deathe and that there is nothing more uncerten then the tyme when yt shall please God to call me home therefore thoughte good to make and declare this my laste will and Testament in writing revoking thereby both in deed and lawe all former wylles and Testaments First I do willingly and with a free harte render and geve againe into the handes of my Lord God and Creator my Spiryitt of whom I received the same hopinge assuredly throughe thonely merytt of Jeus Christe my Savyour to be made partaker of life everlasting And as concerning my body even with a good will and free harte I geve over comending it to the earthe whereof it came And as touching my worldly goods Firste I geve and bequeathe unto Jane Harris and Magdalen Harris the daughters of John Harris forty pounds a peece of lawful money at the daies of their severall maryages or at their severall ages of One and Twenty at the discretyon of my Executor Item I geve and bequeathe unto William Suter Twenty Shillings Item I geve and bequeathe unto Dorothie Whitton forty shillings Item I geve to Richard Thomas Eight pounds parcel of Twelve pounds which he owethe me Item I geve unto Griffith Williams Four pounds parcell of the twelve pound Richard Thomas oweth me Item I geve and bequeathe unto Joyce Harris the daughter of Richard Harris Twenty pounds Item I geve and bequeathe unto Humphrey Harris William Harris and Richard Harris the sonnes of Richard Harris Twelve pounds a peece to be paid to the said  sonnes and daughters at their severall ages of Twenty yeares or at their severall dayes of their maryages at the discretyon of my Executor Item I geve and bequeathe unto Elizabeth Greene Seven pound Item I give unto Isabell Greene, George Greene and Robert Greene and to every of them Five pounds a peece to be payde them at their severall maryadges or at their severall ages of One and Twenty years at which of the tymes that shall soonest happen Item I geve and bequeathe unto Thomas Edwards Twenty shillings Item I geve and bequeathe unto Edith More Twenty shillings Item I give and bequeath unto Isabell Harris my brother Richardes wyfe Forty pounds Item I geve unto Jane Harris one of my chestes Item my will is further That if either of my brother John his daughters decease before they have receaved their severall Legacies Then her parte so deceased shall remayne to her sister And allso if any of my brother Richardes Chilldren decease before they have receaved their severall Legacies That then his her or their part so deceased shall remayne to the others then lyving And also if any of the chilldren which the wyfe of my brother Richarde hathe by Edward Greene her firste husband decease before they have receaved their severall Legacies Then his her or their parte so deceased shall remaine amongst the others then living The rest of all my goodes not bequeathed (my Funeral expenses discharged which I leave unto the discretion of my Executor to be performed) I geve unto my brother Richard Harris whom I make my Executor of this my laste wyll and Testament and I make my brother John my Overseer of this my last wyll Theis being present and witnesses Thomas Coxe parson of Broome Richard Harris
