
Will of George Harris of Hunnington 25 January 1632

In the name of god Amen the five and twentith day of January in the Eight yeare of the Reygne of our Soverayne lord Charles by the grace of god of England Scotland France & Ireland king Defender of the Faith etc 1632  I George Harris of Hunnington in the p(ar)ish of Halesowen and County of Salop Nayler being sick in body but whole in mynde and of good & p(er)fect remembrance thanks bee given to Almightie god for the same doe make and declare this my present will and testament in maner & forme following First and princippally I comend my soule to Almightie god my maker hopinge to bee saved by the merittes of Jesus Christ my redeemer and my body to the earth and as concerning my wor(l)dlye substance I dispose in sorte followinge First I give and bequeath to Margrett my lovinge wiffe the p(ar)te of the Bedstead and furniture hereto belonginge standinge in the chamber over the porch of the house I now dwell in for her life to bee used by her there or elsewhere in that p(ar)te of the howse hereafter given assigned and bequeathed unto my sones Richard and Raphe harris  Item I give and bequeath to the said Margrett my wife the some of fowre pounds and tenn shillings a yeare for her life to bee payd her q(ua)rtally by Richard and Raphe Harris my sons out of the messuage and landes to them hereafter bequeathed  Item I give and bequeath to my sayd wyfe for her lyfe to come by the Fyer or Fyers of them the sayd Richard and Raphe by them or eyther of them had made & kept in any place of the sayd messuage  Item whereas John Roper of Kingsnorton in the County of Worcester yeoman by his considerace(i)ons therein expressed did demyse and grant unto me All those messuages barns buyldinges gardens orchardes and land therein expressed beinge now in my remise or occupation to have and to hold to  me my Executors and Assignes from the day of the date of the sayd Indenture of Lease for and during the terme and untill the full end and terme of three score yeares thenceforth and Imedyatly followinge fully to be compleat and ended (yf I the said George Harris Margrett my wyfe John Richard and Raphe harris my sones or any or eyther of them doe so long live) I doe hereby dispose the lease with the Messuages and Buyldings lands tenementes hereditamentes herein mencioned in manner & forme followinge First I give assigne and appoynte unto the sayd John Harris my oldest sonne the South end of the parlour of the messuage wherein I dwell from the summer beame thereof southward the kitchen Boultinge howse dayry howse there with the chamber over them two bayes of the south end of the barninge belonginge to the sayd messuage with the sheare on the west syde there and that p(ar)te of the Calves house adioyninge to the Stable and halfe the garden Eastward To have and to hold to the sayd John Harris for all the terme in the sayd Lease mencioned yet to come and not expyred  If my sayd wyfe or eyther or any of my sayd sones doe soe longe live yealdinge and payinge therefore yearlye to my sons Richard and Raphe or eyther of them or to their Executors or Assignes the some of tenn shillinges In at or upon the Feaste of St. John Baptist yet my will and meaning is that my sonns Richard and Raphe and their servantes shall have full and free libertee for all the sayd terme through the sayd kitchen to the oven and to hang their meate to dry in the Chymney of the sayd kitchen w(i)thout denyall  Item I give and bequeath to the sayd John Harris my sonne the bedsteed and furniture hereto belonginge standinge in that parte of the parlor w(hi)ch is to him hereby assigned and my will and meaning is that the sayd John Harris my sonne shall well and suffycyently keepe in Repayre that parte of the buyldinge to him assigned  Item I give assigne and bequeath to the sayd Richard Harris & Raphe Harris my sonnes all the rest of the sayd messuages and Buyldinges landes and heredytaments by the sayd lease to mee granted with all other my goodes and cattels in what nature soever not formerlye herein bequeathed to bee equally divided betixe them  To have and to hold the sayd messuages and premyses to them the sayd Richard and Raphe for all the terme in the sayd lease menciyoned and yet to come and not expyred (yf my sayd wyfe or eyther or any of my sayd sonnes so longe live) Item my will and meaning is the said Richard and Raphe Harris my sonnes shall pay and discharge all paymentes and Rentes charged upon and payable by the sayd Indenture of lease and also the sayd gyfte of fowre pounds and tenn shillinges a yeare to the sayd Margrette their mother for her lyfe equally betweene them and if eyther of my sayd sonnes shall refuse soe to doe beinge thereunto by the other of them or their mother reasonablye required that then and thenceforth his moyitye of the premyses so denying shall remayne for all the terme therein   [lost in fold] so paying the same anything before sayd to the contrary not wythstanding And lastly I doe nomynate and appoynt the sayd Richard and Raphe Harris my Joynt Executors of this my present testament And I doe intreat my wellbeloved Friends John pearsell and Thomas Haden to be my overseers to this my last will and testament  In witnesse whereof I have hereunto set my hand and seale the day and yeare first above written  Theise beinge witnesses hereunto
