
Will of John Harris of Hunnington 8th August 1685

In the name of God Amen I John harris of hunnington in the parish of halesowen and County of Sollop yeomon being weake in body but whole in mind and of good and perfect memroy thanks be to God doo make ordain And apoint my last will and testament in maner and form following first I give [and] and bequeath my soule to All mighty God having to be saved by the merits of Jesus Christ and my body to the Earth  Item I give [and] and bequeath to my loving Wife my best bed and all that there unto belonging and to my three youngest Children twenty shillings apeece  Item I give and bequeath unto John Harris my son one Inage being in the nether end of niccolas field containing by Common estimation four Acres be it more or less one other Inage in the nether field containing by estimation two Acres or there Abouts be the same more or less one other Close or pasture of land called the Inage containing by common estimation four Acres or there Abouts be the same more or less Ajoyning on the weste side to A meadow of the said John Harris on the South Ajoyning to A field called hanowfield and one other Close or pasture called the further Holly hurst containing by common Estimation four Acres or there Abouts be it more or less adjoining on the weste part to the land now in the possession of George Harris the younger Called the old fields to gether with all ways commons and advantages What so ever to the same belonging to have and to hold the aforesaid premises unto the said John Harris my son his heirs Executors And Assigns for ever upon condition that ye said John Harris my son his Executors Adinistrators and Assigns shall pay and discharge the debts which I owe out of the said lands And my will is that my debts being paid out of the said lands the overplush of money to be divided Amongst my three youngest children by equall portions yielding and paying yearly to the heirs All the rst of my goods corne Cattell Chattells within my dwelling place house or ellse whear of what nature sort quality or conditin so ever they be I give and bequeath to John Harris my son A fore said to wards the paing the said debts and to these intents and purposes And I doo ordain and apoint my son John Harris Aforesaid to be sole Executor of my last will and testament And I do ordain and Apoint my well beloved friends Edward Harris of Cackmor in the parish and County Aforesaid yeoman and William Harris of the porch house overseers to see this my last will and testament truly performed and I give unto them twleve pence apeece In witness whereof I have hereunto put my hand and seal the eight day of august in the first year of the reign of our souveraing lord King James the second by the grace of god of englan scotland france and Ireland king defender of the faith
