Will of Raphe Harrys of Halesowen 1574

In the name of God Amen in the yeare of our lorde god a thousande five hundred seaventye and fower and on the Twentyth daye of Marche in the Syxtenthe yeare of the reigne of our sovereigne Lady Quene Elizabeth By the grace of god Quene of Englande ffrannce and Irelande Defende(r) of the faithe I Raphe Harrys of the parrysshe of hales owen in the countye of Salloppe beinge at the p(rese)nte sicke of bodye but of perfecte mynde & memory Lawde and prayse be geven to almighte god Doe at this p(rese)nte order dyspose and make this my laste wyll and Testamente in manner and forme followinge viz ffirste and princypally I geve and comende my soull into the handes of almightie god trustinge by the merytes of the true Jhesus chryste myne only advocate and Redemere Deathe and passion to be saved  Item my will is that my bodye shal be buried in the churche of hales in the place where Elizabeth my wyf was buryed and whereas I caused of late to be given unto the poore and nedy people of hales Towne vij s yet even and besides that my will is that in the morninge after my decease and before that I be buryed there be Tenne shillinges more geven unto the poore people of hales Towne Item my Will is that Wyll(ia)m Harryson my sonne shall have Twentie pounde paide him accordinge to the tenor of an obligacon by me to hym thereof made and also one Sylver Spone w(hi)ch I had of hys Grandmother and one standinge Bedstede in the Parlo(r) and two other Bedstedes Item I geve to George Harrys sonne of the said Will(ia)m one of the sylver spones w(hi)ch I had of Hawkes wyf  Item I geve to Joyce and Elizbeth Harrys Daughters of the saide Will(ia)m Two Ewe shepe  Item I geve to Elynor my Daughter in Lawe the Bell Yewe  Item I give to Jhoanne Harrys my Daughter so that she doe take to husbande suche person as shalbe of such vallewe in goods in possession at the Day of her maryage as the goods by me by this my wyll here undermenconed to her shalbe Devysed or of lands or lyvinge in possession or Revercon and w(hi)ch shalbe thoughte a mete and equall mariage for the sayde Jhoanne by Gylberte Barnesley and Christopher Channce my sonne in lawe and my three sonnes havinge respecte to the goods hereunder menconed to her devysed ffortie poundes and my will is that Twenty poundes thereof shalbe to her beste advantage and comoditie w(i)thin one yeare after my deceace and further my will is the same shalbe paide to the saide Jhoanne w(i)th advantages thereof rysinge on the daye of her maryage or w(i)thin one wyke after Also I geve to the sayde Joanne the beste Brasse Potte the beste panne Two [of] the beste sylver spones that came w(i)th her Mother two chargers haulf a dozen pewter platters Two of the beste candlestickes two paire of flaxen shetes two pair of hempen sheetes two paire of noggen shetes the beste ffeatherbed and mattres the beste Blanckett two of the beste canvasses two bolesters the beste Bedhyllinge and one other beddhillinge and one of the standinge Bedstedes in the Chamber over the haull to be in lyke manner Deliv(er)ed unto her at the daie of her maryage w(hi)ch howseholde stuffe my will is shallbe praysed w(i)thin one monethe after my deceas by the oversighte of Gylberte Barnesley Christofer Channce my sonne in lawe Will(ia)m Grene and Wyll(ia)m my sonne or of two of them at the leaste and yf shee doe marry otherwyse as one not of suche substance or lyvinge as afforesaide Then my wyle ys shee shall have of all the goods and mony before to her devysed but twenty poundes only and yf it fortune the sayd Joanne to dye before shee be maryed then my will is that her porcon of goods shalbe equally devyded amonge my sonnes then lyvinge  Item my will is that Wyll(ia)m my sonne shall paye unto Anne my wyf the yerely annuytie of ffower poundes w(hi)ch he w(i)th one Jasper Withye stande bounde to paye her durynge her naturall lyf ffurthermore I geve to my said wife so that shee do upon requeste and tender made by Will(ia) my sonne enter into bonde w(i)th condycon thereupon endorsed w(i)thin fower dayes after my decease to Wyll(ia)m Harrys my sonne his heyres executors and assigns in souche som(m) of monye as my Executor shall thyncke reasonable to demannde the sayde Anniytye of ffowre poundes at no other place or places but only at my nowe dwellynge howse in Honygton according to the true meaninge of the sayde obligacon made by my sayde sonne and the sayde with ye one cow and all suche goods w(hi)ch I have nowe remaynynge at Northwicke one sylver spone one Bedstede w(i)thoute any wayneskotte or scotynge one ffetherbedde one Blankett two canvasses one coverlett two payre of sheetes two coffers one Pott one Panne two Pewter dysshes two saucers two candlestickes two tableclothes And yf shee doe refuse so to enter into bonde to my said sonne then my wyll ys shee shall have no parte of the goodes before to her Devysed but her apparrell onely and my wyll ys that Will(ia)m my sonne shall have the porcon of goodes so to her before devysed and also the house wherein I nowe dwell  Item I geve to John Harrys my sonne the occupacon of one haulf of Waxlands Duryinge the space of an hundrethe yeares if he lyve so longe and also one hogge shepe  Item I geve to Cassander his wyf a busshell of Rye  Item my will is yf Rycharde my sonne dye w(i)thoute ysshue that John my sonne shall have Waxlands to hym and hys assignes forever  Item I geve to John my sonne one sylver spone Item my will ys that at the nexte ffestyvall or good tyme after my decease there be iij s iiij d given unto the poore people of Hales Towne The Reste of all my goods and chattells not bequeathed my debtes payde and my body honestlye brought to the grounde I geve and bequeath unto Rycharde Harrys my sonne whome I ordeigne and make my executor of this my last Wyll and Testamente and I make and ordeigne Gylberte Barnesley Christofer Channce Will(ia)m  Agreene and Will(ia)m my sonne overseers of this my laste Wyll and Testamente and I geve Gylberte Barnesley for his paynes v s and the others ij s apece  In wytnes whereof I have putte my hande and Seale the Daye and yeare above wrytten
