
Will of Robert Brettell of Romsley parish of Halesowen naylor 20 February 1682

In the name of god Amen the twentieth day of ffebruary Annoqui domi 1682 and in the five and thirtieth year of the reign of our soverayne lord Charles the second by the grace of god of Angland Scotland france and Ireland king defender of the faith and I Robert Brettell of Romsley in the parish of halesowen and county of Sallop naylor being sick in body but whole in mind and of good and perfect remembrance thanks be to almighty god my maker and redeemer Doe appoynt and make my last will and testament in manner & form following first I give and bequeath my soul to Allmighty god hoping to be saved by his most glorious death and passion and my body to be buried in the parish churchyard of Halesowen  Item I give and bequeath unto William Brettell my son the one half of my shoop tools excepting the shoope ballowes  Item I give and bequeath unto my sonn Robert Brettell my shoop ballowes and the other half of my shoop tooles  Item I give & bequeath unto my sonn Robert Brettell my sonn the value of five poundes in money or goods to be at my Executors choyce to be payd by my executor within one year next after my decease  Item I give and bequeath unto my daughter Ann Brettell the value of five poundes in money or goods to be at my Executors choyce to be payd within one year next after my decease  Item I give & bequeath unto my daughter Alice Brettell the value of five pounds in money or goods to be att my Executors choyces to be payd by my Executor within one year next after my decease  Item I give and bequeath unto my daughter Elizabeth Stampes my daughter one shilling  Item I give and bequeath unto John Margery and Elizabeth Stampes my grandchildren twelve pounds a peece  Item I give and bequeath unto Ann Brettell my wife all the rest of my goods cattells and chattells of what nature sort or quality so ever the same the which are unbequeathed whom I doe Appoint my soule Executor of this my last will and testament paying my debts legacies and funeral aright And my will is that if any remains unspent of my afore bequeathed goods cattell and chattell or money after my Executors decease then my will is that my sonn Robert Brettell my daughter Ann Brettell and my daughter Alice Brettell shall have fower pounds a peece moore further more my will is that if any moore remains after my Executors decease then the value of ... pounds then to be equally divided between my fower children Robert Brettell Elizabeth Stampes Ann Brettell and Alice Brettell Alsoe I doe appoint George Harris and Richard Brettell my overseers to see this my last will and testament performed
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
