Will of Isaac Brettell of Romsley yeoman 8 January 1713

In the Name of God Amen I Isaac Brettell of Romesley in the parish of Halesowen in the County of Salop yeoman being of sound & perfect memory (thanks to Almighty God) and having in mind the certainty of death but the great uncertainty of the time thereof do make and ordain this my last will and testament and thereby most earnestly commend my soul into the hands of my great Creator humbly confiding in his boundless mercies through our blessed Saviour Jesus Christ for the gracious pardon of all my offences and commit my body to the earth from whence it came to be decently buried at the discretion of my Executor hereafter named And as to such Worldly Goods & estate wherewith it has pleased God to bless me I do give devise and dispose thereof in manner following (that is to say) First I do give and bequeath unto Joan my dear wife twenty shillings to buy her a ring she being otherwise completely provided for out of her own & my estates Item I give to my daughter Elizabeth now wife of Richard Taylor five shillings she having heretofore received the portion of one hundred pounds and being fully advanced and provided for by me Item I give & bequeath unto every of my three daughter now unmarried (viz) Mary Sara & Rebecca the sum of seventy pounds apiece of lawful money of Great Britain to be paid unto every of them respectively by my son & heir Joseph Brettell at the end of twelve months next after my decease in case they shall before such time have attained unto their respective ages of one & twenty years & if any of them shall not have arrived at such age at the end of one year after my death then it is my will that the said respective legacies shall be paid to every of my said three unmarried daughters respectively when they shall afterwards be of their full ages of one & twenty years provided always and it is my will & intent that if any one of my said daughter Mary Sara & Rebecca shall happen to die under their full age and without issue that then the gift or legacy of her so dying shall go unto and be equally divided between the two surviving daughters or their children but if any two of my said three daughters shall happen to die under the said full age & without issue then it is my will & I do expressly direct that the part or legacy of the second of them so dying shall & may go unto and be equally shared & divided between the survivor of my said three daughters and my son Joseph Brettell provided also and I do declare my mind & will that in case any of my said daughters Mary Sara & Rebecca shall happen to be married in my life time and shall either receive from me the sum of seventy pounds or any greater sum or any security for so much or any greater sum that in such case the gift or legacy herein before given or intended to or for such of my said daughters which shall be so married & advanced in my life time shall absolutely cease & not become payable in any wise And after payment of all my just debts and the several gifts legacies & bequests herein before mentioned and my funeral charges and subject always to the payment & satisfaction thereof I do give devise & bequeath all & singular my freehold & leasehold messuages houses lands meadows pastures tenements & hereditaments and also all & every my household goods corn cattle implements of husbandry ready moneys debts to me owing and all other my real and personal estate & effects whatsoever unto my said son Joseph Brettell and to his heirs executors administrators & assigns for ever more And I do make and ordain my said son Joseph Brettell to be my full and sole Executor provided nevertheless that if my said son Joseph Brettell shall happen to depart this life under age and without issue then it is my further will and I do direct that from and out of my said real all and every of my said daughters Mary Sara and Rebecca shall and may in the first place have and receive so much moneys as shall make the gift or legacies herein before given unto or intended for every of them respectively the full sum of one hundred pounds apiece being the like sum or value of what hath been given or paid unto my said daughter Elizabeth And that in such case after every of my said daughters or their children respectively shall have received like equal part or share then I do will & appoint that all the residue of my real & personal estate & effects whatsoever shall go unto and be equally divided amongst all and every of my said daughters Elizabeth Mary Sara and Rebecca and to their children respectively And I do nominate and appoint my very faithful friends Mr William Smith and Mr Francis Smith  to be overseers of this my last will and entreat them to regard the execution and performance thereof in all respects according to my intent And I  give to each of them thirteen shillings and four pence apiece to buy each of them a ring and entreat their acceptance thereof And I request all my children to be advised & directed by my said overseers in all things relating to my will and the meaning and construction thereof And I do absolutely revoke and make void all former & other wills and legacies & disposals whatsoever by me at any time heretofore made declaring this present writing only to be my true last will and testament In witness whereof to this my last will and testament contained in this one skin of parchment I the said Isaac Brettell have put my hand and seal the eighth day of January in the twelfth year of the reign of our Sovereign Lady Queen Anne of Great Britain &c and in the year of our Lord God one thousand seven hundred and thirteen
